A EUROPEAN STRATEGY FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

The European environment continues to deteriorate in spite of efforts to alleviate environmental pressures and success in reducing point source emissions. Many of today's unsustainable trends will lead to a critical environmental situation world-wide if present patterns of consumption and production in Europe are duplicated on a global scale. At the same time, there is an urgent need to address the problems of poverty in many countries. A new concept of development is therefore needed. 

According to the decisions at the Helsinki and Feira summits the European Commission has to prepare a strategy for sustainable development for the European Union. The summits also decided that the summit in Göteborg will adopt the strategy. The European Environmental Advisory Councils (EEAC) have arranged this conference for the purpose of discussing the content of a European Strategy for Sustainable Development as well as the process of developing and realizing such a strategy. A paper setting out EEAC views on these issues will be presented and discussed at the conference. 

The Swedish Minister for the Environment will be the keynote speaker. 

The EEACs are the bodies established by the governments in individual member states of the EU to provide them with authoritative and independent advice on environmental issues. These advisory councils have created a Europe-wide network so that they can produce joint statements that will have an influence on European policy.
